What's involved?

We are quite flexible about the tasks you take on during the session as long as we have agreed in advance what they will be.  These could include-

Making refreshments

Preparing craft activities

Leading craft activities

Story telling

Helping to clear up the end

What will you get out of it?

You will meet new people and have the opportunity to learn new skills.  When you start you will be given all the training and information you need to carry out the role.  There is an opportunity to take part in regular in house training on variety of topics related to children and families.  This is an ideal role for someone thinking of a career in child care. 
We will reimburse any travel expenses you have paid out.

What we ask for

Volunteers need to be welcoming to families using the project and be able to get on with people from a wide range of backgrounds.  

We ask for a regular commitment of one weekly slot - usually 2-3 hours.

Because the role involves working closely with children and families we need to take up two references and a Criminal Records Bureau check.
